It is time again for students, 

student ministers, sponsors,  congre-
gations, and Love INC to start getting 
ready for 30 Hour Famine.  Our third 
consecutive year of working together

Last year, 220 junior high and high 
school students spent 30 
consecutive hours together going 
without food.

For many students, 30 Hour 
Famine has become one of the 
highlights of their year.  They have 
commented each year about growing 
in their awareness and sensitivity to 
people living in poverty.  Among 
other highlights of the special 
weekend is a gathering of everyone 
on Friday evening for worship and 
fellowship, and a final gathering and 
celebration to conclude the 30-hour 
fast with a meal on Saturday 
evening.
