She is a 52-year-
old woman, living on a fixed income.  One leg is 
amputated, and she is aided by a roommate 
who receives a place to live in exchange for 
helping Jane. 

Both women were sleeping on blankets on 
the floor when Jane finally called for help.  Like 
many Neighbors, Jane was reluctant to ask for 
help, but finally decided that the time for change 
had come. 

When Jane called, there were no beds at 
Love INC.  But within a few hours a matched 
set, pillow-top, king-sized bed, complete with 
frame and headboard was donated and then 
delivered straightaway to Jane.  A bed that was 
no longer needed by one family rescued Jane 
from her uncomfortable sleeping arrangement.
