There 
was enough for the mother and two girls to 
have a Thanksgiving meal and a few bags of 
canned goods to take home for later. 

Like so many others during that afternoon, 
she was reminded of Thanksgiving and why we 
have much for which we are grateful.  She also 
felt the love of Christian people who cared for 
her, loving her in just the way she needed.
